Through its Policy Research and Debate program, the European Commission provides about €1 million over a two year period to 9 U.S. think tanks and public policy research centers for conferences, briefing sessions, and scholarly research—activities designed to encourage reflection and discussion on the EU-U.S. relationship.  These projects increase awareness of issues on which the EU and U.S. can further their cooperation, develop new ideas for reinvigorating EU-U.S. relations, and result in concrete recommendations to policymakers on how to further develop the transatlantic relationship.
